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The Kentucky River Area Development District was awarded funds totaling $527,635.40 from the KOHS 2006 grant program.  Additional funds of $284,292.00 were allotted from the Commercial Mobile Radio Services for development of 911 databases in KRADD counties that are not currently Enhanced 911 certified.  

GPS mapping is under way in several of the KRADD counties.  Leslie and Knott Counties are complete and mapping in ongoing in Breathitt and Letcher county.  Below is a proposed budget for our projects:
